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Rhinebeck, Red Hook students benefit from therapy dog programs
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High School Certified School Social
Worker Megan Rodier. “We are creating
space for students to practice stress man-
agement strategies by incorporating them
into the school day, not just teaching stu-
dents about how to use strategies on their
own time.”

In Rhinebeck, the district Building
Level Planning Team (BLPT) had been
working for the past few years to develop
and implement a therapy dog program
focused on student and staff mental
health and wellbeing. This year, the plan
came to fruition, and now students and
staff look forward to the bi-weekly visits
from their furry friends who are fully vac-
cinated, groomed regularly and are
accompanied at all times by their trainer.

At Rhinebeck High School, two
Golden Retriever siblings, Parker (8
years old) and Scout (3 years old), who
are both registered with the national ther-
apy dog organization, Pet Partners, are
accompanied by their trainers Leanora
Kovacs and Pamela Wright (respective-
ly). At Bulkeley Middle School,
JellyBean Josh, a Labrador Redbone
Hound mix (4 years old) who is also reg-
istered with Pet Partners, is accompanied
by trainer Gigi Pullis. Therapy dogs are
soon to be seen at Rhinebeck’s
Chancellor Livingston Elementary
School as well.

According to Rodier, the presence of
therapy dogs has provided opportunity
for students from seemingly different
social groups to connect with one anoth-
er. Students become more comfortable,
conversational, approachable and inter-
ested when visiting with the dogs and
have been observed to share stories about
their own dogs with the trainers, which
gives some students an opportunity to
connect with an adult (that is not a
teacher) in a meaningful way. It has also
been noted that students who visit with
therapy dogs following a crisis situation
have been observed to re-connect and
overcome feelings of upset.

“Our children have so many stresses,
and providing an opportunity to sit with,
pet and find comfort with a loving dog
can provide a respite,” said Wright.
“Parker and Scout have already begun to
find their special ‘peeps,’ who come each
time to visit with them.”

‘Rocco’ at LAMS
Meanwhile, at Linden Avenue Middle

School (LAMS) Tuesdays are now
referred to as “Rocco Days,” featuring
Rocco, a black Labrador Retriever and
Certified Therapy International dog with
his trainer Stacy Rhynders. The pilot pro-
gram at LAMS involves Rocco and Stacy
visiting with students, teachers and staff
members at the school during specified
time periods. According to LAMS

Principal Stacie Fenn Smith, “Rocco
Days” have become “a huge hit. They are
very therapeutic, very relaxing for every-
one and just a lot of fun. This program
has been very well received.”

Fenn Smith echoed many of the stud-
ies’ results stating that therapy dogs help
children learn compassion, empathy,
responsibility, respect and self-discipline.
They also offer comfort and non-judg-
mental love. She said the therapy dog vis-
its “provide comfort and calm time for
students” and aid in the learning process.

The enjoyment isn’t one sided as,
according to Rhynders, Rocco seems to
know what days are “Rocco Days.” “Oh
gosh, he gets so excited. He knows every
Tuesday is his day,” Rhynders said. “It’s
so funny. He’s by the door in the morn-
ing. He can’t wait.” She describes the vis-
its as “a lot of hugs, kisses and constant
smiling.”

Rhynders said Rocco, who will turn
seven next month, helped her get through
anxieties involved with two surgeries
(and recovery) about five years ago.

“He would not leave me,” she said. “If
I can give that amazing feeling to others,
well, that makes my heart full.” And the
fact that she and Rocco are also helping
children in the sixth to eighth grades
makes her time and all of the ongoing
training “totally worth it.”

The Red Hook School District therapy
dog program started in late November of
2022, but Fenn Smith said the work
began much earlier.

“We actually had it queued up with the
Board of Education approval back in
March of 2020,” she said. But, of course,
that’s when the pandemic hit and this pro-
gram took a backseat along with every-
thing else.

According to Fenn Smith the program,
similar to Rhinebeck School District, was
presented by the Building Level Team, a
shared decision-making group, after an
idea was initiated by a parent. They went
through the approval process and found
Rhynders, a local volunteer, who Fenn
Smith said “is so passionate about dogs.”

“The presence of the dogs has a beau-
tiful way of unifying individuals from all
different social groups and paths of life. It
is magical to witness students share a
smile and a laugh over a wagging tail and
a warm greeting from one of these
beloved animals,” said Rhinebeck School
Psychologist Cassi Wintermantel.

In short, Charles Schultz was right,
“Happiness is a warm puppy”; and the
role of therapy dogs, not only in our
schools, but in our world today, provides
that essential platform where 
non-judgmental unconditional compan-
ionship, attention and affection is the
norm - not the exception.

Considering that about eight to 10 addi-
tional people can be negatively affected
by one person’s gambling behaviors
(Petry et al, 2005), millions of New
Yorkers are experiencing gambling
harms.

Not only do we want to shine the light
on the issue of problem gambling, we
want that light to be a beacon – there is
hope and help! Last year, several notable
landmarks from Buffalo to Tarrytown lit
up yellow to acknowledge March as
Problem Gambling Awareness Month
(PGAM). While we were able to get sev-
eral state landmarks lit, our goal is to get
more of the state illuminated to raise
greater awareness of PGAM and Problem
Gambling services.

We respectfully request your support
to get all New York State landmarks to
join in our efforts, by asking all State and
local landmarks to light up yellow on
Tuesday, March 14, 2023 to raise aware-
ness and stimulate action for the issue of
problem gambling.

CPCs unfairly in the crosshairs

such is the case with crisis pregnancy
centers.

Crisis pregnancy centers (CPCs) have
long been targeted by pro-abortion
activists.

Dangers of dioxin
To the editor:
It is possible, perhaps likely, that the

Feb. 3, 2023 Ohio train derailment and
subsequent burning of toxins in tank cars
will be the worst environmental disaster
in U. S. history.

The reason is one word: dioxin, pro-
duced when chlorine toxins, like those on
the train, burn.

One question is why the toxins were
burned, rather than being removed. The
burning got the rail line back in operation,
but released a toxic cloud drifting over
several states.

News stories shy away from dioxin, or
mention it only briefly. But dioxin, also
produced as a manufacturing byproduct,
is toxic in miniscule amounts, and has
hormonal effects as well.

Any action planned by Congress or the
Administration?

The U. S. Environmental Protection
Agency explained what happened to
Times Beach, Missouri. Chemical man-
ufacturing in another area produced toxic
dioxin, stored in tanks. A hauler mixed
the dioxin with waste oil for dust suppres-
sion, including at Times Beach.
Consequent illnesses, and an eventual
flood spreading contamination, led the
EPA to buy out and level Times Beach,
followed by decontamination. Times
Beach vanished, replaced by a state park.

The ugly truth about dioxin can also be
found in documents from a lawsuit, sum-
marized by The Washington Post in “The
Little Town That Whipped Monsanto”.

One day, those with some plastics will
find no one will take them, at any price.
After the nation wakes up to the mistake
of using artificially cheap petrochemical-
based products to substitute for environ-
mentally safe ones.

Legislature passes volunteer
firefighter, EMS county

property tax exemption law
The Dutchess County Legislature has

adopted unanimously a bipartisan local
law that will allow for a ten-percent
County property tax exemption for
Volunteer Firefighters and Ambulance
Service Members at their February Board
Meeting. The measure will now go to 
the County Executive’s desk for 
consideration.

“I know first-hand the benefit that
having a volunteer fire department in
your community has, and how instrumen-
tal the members that serve on it are,” said
Chairman Gregg Pulver. “I am honored
to have supported this local law and to
have the opportunity to show these brave
men and women who volunteer as a fire-
fighter or ambulance service member just
how grateful we are here at the Dutchess
County Legislature. I want to thank my
colleagues for joining me in passing this
legislation and I look forward to the
County Executive signing it into law.”

“I applaud my colleagues for support-
ing this legislation, and for the opportuni-
ty to thank those who donate their time to
sacrifice and serve our local communi-
ties,” said Tony D’Aquanni, District 6.
“Our volunteers save the tax dollars mil-
lions of dollars, and offer so much back to
our municipalities, and any effort we can
to remind them that they have a grateful
community behind them should be taken
advantage of.”

“Dutchess County is incredibly lucky
to have such robust volunteer fire districts
across our communities, and now, we
need to be doing all that we can to recruit
and retain volunteers to serve,” said Ed

Hauser, District 23. “At a time where
every dollar counts, this legislation will
not only serve as a monetary relief for the
men and women who volunteer, but also
as a way to say ‘thank you’ for the sacri-
fices they make each and every day to
serve their community.”

The local law will benefit volunteer
members who have served a minimum of
three years and will be offered for each
year of active service thereafter.
Members must reside in the city, town or
village within the service area of the
incorporated fire company, fire depart-
ment, or voluntary ambulance.
Individuals who actively served for a
total of twenty years would be offered
this exemption for the remainder of his or
her life as long as their primary residence
remains within Dutchess County.

This legislation comes after New York
State recently signed into law a bill that
allows all local governments with the
option to provide a property tax exemp-
tion to the groups mentioned above.
However, under current NYS Tax Law,
volunteer members cannot receive both
the State Income Tax Credit of $200 and
the County property tax exemption,
despite these incentives being from dif-
ferent levels of government.

The County property tax exemption
will be handled by the local assessor's
office in each municipality, and questions
should be directed directly to their office.

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When I was a kid, it was a rite of 
passage to get a BB gun. Naturally my
brothers and I begged our parents to get
one, like every kid did back then. The
answer for a long time was no. It seemed
like the more we begged, the louder the
‘no’ got.

For Christmas of that year we got one
that was a gift for all of us: A Daisy air
rifle with CO2 cartridges so we didn’t
have to pump it. We just loaded a bunch
of BB’s and pulled the trigger.

Well, that led to all kinds of things. We
would set up targets inside, outside, shoot
from the window, shoot from the door,
shoot from the roof. We shot trash cans,
tomato plants, outdoor lights, soda cans,
wine bottles and, naturally, each other. We
made targets out of everything we could
find. My brothers even painted targets on
me and told me to run around and they
would try to shoot me. You get the idea.

In our basement, Pop would hang
homemade prosciutto, dried sausages,
and pancetta. They would hang from the
ceiling from strings for months with a fan
on them to make them dry out. Now as
the fan blew on them, they would swing.

For a bunch of young boys with a BB gun
that would make for a great moving tar-
get; and since we were trying to become
better shots, why not?

Well, we shot 6 prosciuttos, various
dried sausage and a pancetta full of BBs.
We set up a competition. Naturally, the
prosciutto earned the fewest points
because they were larger, the pancetta
second and so on.

On Monday, my father’s day off, he
went downstairs to get some homemade
wine. When he returned he brought up
one of the prosciutto. We all froze, know-
ing that we had shot the various dried
meats full of BBs. We just hoped that that
prosciutto was one that we missed.

Pop put the prosciutto on the kitchen
counter, pulled out a knife and cut a slice
of prosciutto and put it in his mouth. You
could see he was fighting something that
was rolling around in his mouth. Finally,
he spit out the BB into a plate. That BB
made a sound on that ceramic plate. It
was probably not very loud but to us it
sounded as if a bomb had gone off.

He stared at it for a minute, looked up
at us, looked back down at the BB and cut

another slice of the prosciutto and handed
it to me. He then proceeded to cut other
pieces of prosciutto and hand it to my
brothers. We were all chewing the 
prosciutto and spitting out BBs into the
plate. Not a word was spoken.

He then put the knife down, poured
himself a glass of wine and proceeded to
get some dinner ready.

If I remember correctly we had peas
and prosciutto with tortellini for dinner
that night…Oh, and BBs of course.

PEAS AND PROSCIUTTO
Ingredients
1 lb. fresh sweet peas
1 large onion, peeled and diced fine
3 cloves of garlic, diced fine
1/2 cup prosciutto, diced
2 tsp. olive oil
1/2 stick butter
1/4 cup grated Pecorino Romano

cheese
1 lb. cheese tortellini

Directions
In a large sauté pan, place onions, gar-

lic and peas and sauté till onions become

translucent.
Add prosciutto; cover and let sit with-

out the stove on.
In a large pot, bring 1 gallon of salted

water to a boil and add tortellini. Let boil
till all the tortellini are floating and drain
pasta.

While the pasta is draining, add it to
the sauté pan just before all the water has
been drained. In other words, so a little of
the water goes into the pan along with the
tortellini. Turn heat on and add butter and
cheese.

Toss until evenly mixed. Serve hot.

Suguru
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When the circus
came to Amenia

Everybody knows about the Dutchess
County Fair, the roots of which began on
October 16, 1841 with the formation of
the Agricultural Society of Dutchess
County at Daniel P. Emigh’s hotel in
Washington Hollow. A fair was held the
following two years at the same location,
then for the next eight years alternated
between Poughkeepsie and the
Washington Hollow location. After a suc-
cessful 1851 fundraising campaign for
the “purpose of building a suitable house
to hold the Dutchess County fair in” the
annual agricultural event settled into
seven acres in the vicinity of the current
Barracks of Troop K of the New York
State Police where it remained for the
next 35 years.

Twenty years later, in 1871, a group of
Amenia men met on July 3 to form the
Eastern Dutchess Agricultural Society.
Their Articles of Association stated that
the “particular business and objects of
such a society are and are to be the
encouragement of agriculture and
mechanical pursuits such as the breeding
and raising of stock, the raising of crops,
the improvement of land, the invention
and improvement of agricultural imple-
ments and other like purposes by the
offering of premiums for the exhibition of
the same.”

Existing documents don’t reveal why
the farmers and business leaders of
Amenia, a mere 14 miles from the
Washington Hollow fairgrounds, felt the
need to create another agricultural socie-
ty, but within a few weeks the new asso-
ciation had elected its first officers and on
October 17th, 18th, and 19th they held
their first fair on property leased from
Mary Ingraham and A. B. Rice that
already included a race track.  Annual
fairs took place in the same location until
1892 when stockholders of the fair voted
to sell the property, a decision that the
Poughkeepsie Eagle News reported was
“regretted by the farmers and stock rais-
ers of Eastern Dutchess, although the fair
has generally had too much competition
to prove a thorough success.”

Newspaper articles and fair reports
included in a ledger owned by the
Dutchess County Historical Society
reveal that the Amenia fairs included all
the usual attractions: the showing of cat-
tle and horses; displays of agricultural
machinery, a floral hall, displays of ladies
handiwork and exhibits of fruit and veg-

etables. In 1886, declared by the officers
to be the “biggest affair of the kind ever
held in eastern Dutchess,” an emphasis
was placed on trotting and mule races,
footraces, daytime fireworks, games of
baseball and all the sights and amusement
of the sideshows.”

From 1871 – 1887 the Amenia and
Washington Hollow fairs co-existed and
in general offered the same competitions
and attractions. There was, however, at
least for a couple of years, one unique
aspect of the Amenia fairs that was the
result of the election of Hyatt Frost as a
Vice President of the Association on July
19, 1871. Frost was born on March 4,
1827 in the town of Southeast. “The Frost
Genealogy” reports that “Hyatt was born
and brought up in the neighborhood
where originated the idea of exhibiting
wild animals.

An elephant and armadillo
Hyatt and his brothers became deeply

interested and when the first elephant, Old
Bet, came to this country it was with great
pride that Hyatt got the privilege of carry-
ing water to her. By 1849, Hyatt was run-
ning a one-wagon sideshow for the Van
Amburgh Circus that featured an armadil-
lo said to be a “big bug of California.”

Isaac A. Van Amburgh, born in
Fishkill, is credited with developing the
first trained wild animal act in modern
times. Van Amburgh began his career as a
cage cleaner in the Zoological Institute of
New York, a tiny traveling menagerie.

Isaac showed a talent for training the wild
animals and in 1833, at the age of 22
astonished the country by entering a cage
of wild cats at the Zoological Institute.
His reputation established, by the next
year Van Amburgh had his own traveling
menagerie and by the mid-1840s his
show was the largest show in England
where he performed for Queen Victoria
and Prince Albert in 1844. After Van
Amburgh’s death in 1865, Hyatt became
the sole proprietor of the circus, retained
the Van Amburgh name and traveled all
over the United States and Canada with
his wagon show. In 1866 Hyatt entered
into a partnership with P.T. Barnum and
established a combined Barnum and Van
Amburgh Museum and Menagerie on
Broadway. In 1868 a fire destroyed the
museum and killed some of Van
Amburgh’s animals. The partnership 
with Barnum ended but Frost continued
travelling under the name of Van
Amburgh and Co.

Frost, the ‘showman’
The year before Hyatt took over the

circus, he had married Sarah Halsted,
daughter of Joseph and Sallie Halsted of
Amenia. The 1870 Federal Census
reveals that by this time Hyatt and Sarah
were living in Amenia. His occupation is
listed as “showman,” his personal estate
was valued at $8,200 and his real estate
had a value of $36,000. He had clearly
established himself as a successful entre-
preneur and that may have influenced the
decision of the organizers of the Eastern
Dutchess Agricultural Society to elect
him to the Vice Presidency of the organi-
zation in 1871. His home, which is still
standing today and is part of the
Maplebrook School, is located at the cor-
ner of Route 22 and Perry’s Corner Road.
The photograph of the house in the 1912
Frost Genealogy shows it to be beautiful-
ly landscaped, no doubt the work the
French gardener Henry Faure, listed as
living in the household in 1875.

But his home in Amenia was only sea-
sonal as Frost continued to crisscross the
country with his traveling show from
spring through late fall. In 1875, the cir-
cus left Cambridge City, Indiana on April
21st and closed out the season in Amenia
on October 26th, having stopped in 149
places throughout Indiana, Michigan,
Ohio, Pennyslvania and New York.

The 1877 season began in March and
continued until January of 1878 when it

closed down for the year in Louisiana. In
its heyday, the company included over
100 principal equestrians, acrobats and
athletes in the profession, 212 horses
used to transport the circus itself, and 185
men, women and children, including per-
formers.

Amenia served as the winter quarters
for the circus until 1881 when, as a result
of disagreements among the owners, it
was decided to sell the company assets
and dissolve the partnership. The disper-
sal of the circus assets took place at a
public sale on the Amenia fairgrounds.
Imagine the excitement in this small rural
village generated by the event as
described in the New York Times follow-
ing the event “…the event attracted
showmen from all over the Union to the
little village perched at the very top of the
bleak Dutchess County hills.” Seventy
horses were offered, with wagons, har-
ness and circus paraphernalia, besides all
the menagerie animals. The big buyer of
the day was Adam Forepaugh, a horse
trader and circus owner who competed
with P.T. Barnum to own the title of the
largest circus in America during the
1870s and 1880s. In 1877 he commis-
sioned the first railroad car for a traveling
circus. Forepaugh was successful buying
Bolivar the elephant for $7,100 and the
double-horned rhinoceros for $2,450.
Following the auction all the animals,
whether sold or not, except for the hors-
es, remained over the winter in buildings
on the fairgrounds.

Frost succeeded in reorganizing the
company and continued touring for
another eight years. Upon his retirement,
the Van Amburgh name was released to
Ringling Brothers who continued to use it
as a sub-title for a number of years.

As you drive through Amenia today
and pass the Freshtown Plaza, cast your
imagination back to the days when,
instead of seeing a grocery store and a
Tractor Supply, the fields and buildings
were filled with monkeys, hyenas, lions,
elephants, a two-horned rhinoceros, a herd
of camels and various other exotic ani-
mals. It must have been a sight to behold.
