Wappinger 2021 tentative budget 
Town of Wappinger 2021 Budget

Summary. On Oct. 5, I presented to the
Town Board the Tentative 2021 Budget. The
first Board review session was held on
Tuesday, October 13. Among the highlights
of the Tentative Budget are: 

- Combined Tax levy for Town and
Special Districts increased from $8,494,101
to $8,545,445 (0.60%).

- The combined tax levy increase is below
the allowable State levy growth factor of
1.56%. 

If we were to adopt the full State property
tax levy cap, and not my proposed 0.60%,
the Town-wide tax levy would increase by
$132,507. 

Because of future uncertainties and suffer-
ing by residents to date, I want to try to keep
the tax rate flat against last year.

- Total combined expenditure budget of A,
B & DB funds is budgeted for 2021 at

Our veter-
ans should never be a political issue. And
believe me, our veterans know full well
when a candidate is showing them gen-
uine respect, and when a candidate is sim-
ply paying lip service or looking for a
“photo op.”

And veterans do vote, more than any
other population in America. A recent sur-
vey conducted by the national VFW
found that in the 2016 election, an incred-
ible 97% of VFW members voted. That’s
an impressive number, and it shows that
while veterans might not always be vocal
about politics, they do care about our
country, very much. 

Here at the VFW, we work hard every
single day to support our local veterans,
not just the days leading up to an election.
And I know our partners at nonprofits like
the American Legion, MHA Vet 2 Vet and
Hudson River Housing feel the same way.
We’re the ones doing the daily grind to
make sure our local heroes get the support
they need, regardless of who’s voting for
whom. We’re the ones walking the walk,
while others merely talk the talk for a
couple of months every year. And I think
our veterans (and the folks who love
those veterans) know that.

So I hope you get to enjoy autumn in
the Hudson Valley, even with the social

distancing we need to stay safe. And I
hope everyone exercises their right to
vote! But most of all, I hope that once the
election is over, we still keep the needs of
our veterans in the forefront of our hearts
and minds. Our veterans deserve that
year-round respect and a lot more.
